1. No clotheslines may be put up.

2. No trailers/mobile homes, boats, etc. may be ghkehe driveway (except if cleaning)

3. Toys and recreational items should not be left on the front lawn or be visible from the street
depending on how your house sits on its lot.

4. Garage doors need to be kept closed if not in use.

5. Garbage cans and recyclingaybe placed on the curb the evening before, no earlier than 5 pn
removed from the curb and placed out of street sight by dusk the following evening.

6. Paper products recycling should be bagged or bundled properly so that it does not blow arod
neighlorhood.

7. No trailers or any longerm parking at the pool parking lot. This lot is for pool parking only.

8. Sidewalks need to be cleared of all cars and basketball hoops. This allows for easier and sal
walking through the neighborhood.

9. Clean up after youralys when walking them. Three bag stations are located in the neighborh
and garbage cans are located at the pool.

10.Gr ass should be kept no more than 40 high

11.Sidewalk and driveway edging should be done to keep Bermuda grass from taking over the
sidewalk.

12.No dumping of grass clippings into common areas.

13.Clear sidewalk and street of grass clippings after mowing.

14.Dead trees and/or shrubs must be removed.

15. Notify Charleston Management first if you need to take exception to a rule.

A few words from the Architecture

Committee
The HOA Covenants charge the Architecture

Review Committee with the rpsnsibility to
promote and ensure a high level of design, qual
harmony and conformity throughout Magnolia
Place. No improvements shall commence witho
prior written approval of the ARC committee. Th
includes fences, walls, exterior building matesjal
colors, signs and graphics, mailboxes, satellite
dishes, exterior lighting, side yards,
sidewalks/pathways, and landscaping. An ARC
request form was included in your packet of
materials received from Centex at closing. If you
don't have one you may cat Charleston
Management and they will be happy to send it tg
you. The process of submitting a request to the
ARC is simple and it is unusual for something tg
be denied but sometimes a slight modification
needs to be made to meet the HOA Covenant
requirenents. As a reminder, many things are-pr
pproved in the covenants. Please check the
covenants for the types of things that have blan
approval and don't require submitting an ARC
request. Also look at the list of common
improvements that must be subntteut receive
almost instant approval. If you have a question,
Charleston Management is there to assist you. 4
note, the HOA Board of Directors is encouraged
and pleased with the many things our
neighborhood is doing to improve our communit
and want tencourage you to continue these

improvements.
