Maintaining and Staining of Fences 

Staining a wood fence can add yea rs to the life of your fence.  Wood is prone to graying 

from the sunôs UV rays but adding a stain and sealer can slow the process.  

If you are staining a new fence, it is necessary to wait 3  -  4 weeks before application of 
stain to allow the wood to season .  It is also necessary to clean the new wood to remove 
invisible surface barriers such as mill glaze or barrier wax left after processing at the 
lumber mill and to unclog the wood pores which will allow trapped moisture to escape.  

This will minimize crac king and splitting after staining and sealing.  

An older fence should be cleaned prior to applying new stain to remove any foreign 
substance such as dirt, mold, mildew, or grease.  A mixture of household bleach and water 

sponged onto mold or mildew spots w ill kill the organism.  The use of a power washer or a 
hose with a power nozzle and a scrub brush and cleanser may make cleaning the fence 

easier.  Look for a cleaning product that has been formulated to retain the wood structure 
and to clean gently withou t bleaching the surface white.  If the fence has been previously 
painted, stained or varnished, the surface must be cleaned of these substances with a 

wood stripper prior to applying the new stain. The use of appropriate protection such as 
safety glasses a nd a properly filtered respirator may be necessary as the removal of old 

paints or stain by sanding may generate dust or fumes that may contain lead.  When you 
are sanding, go with the grain of the wood to avoid sanding scratches that will show when 
the st ain fills them in.  

 
Stain cannot be applied to wood surfaces that are not completely dry.  Temperature is also 

a factor .  Do not apply stain if the temperature is below 40°F .  To ensure color 
consistency, stir the stain often and well.  To avoid lap marks,  a wet edge should be 
maintained.  When choosing a stain, remember that is it easier and less expensive to 

darken an existing stain color than to lighten one.

Winter Maintenance Reminders 

Here are few helpful reminders for winter 

maintenance of your home. 
1. Check for any standing water in crawl space 

2. Inspect and clean fireplace 

3. Check filters monthly & replace as needed 

4. Have heating system inspected 

5. Clean out gutters and downspouts 
6. Ensure that plumbing in crawl spaces will not freeze in 

winter months
