To aid citizens in the proper and safe disposal of household hazardous waste (HHW) materials, the City of
Durham operates a household hazardous waste collection center through a contract with Ecoflo, Inc. This
service is open to all Durham City and Durham County residents.

Acceptable Household Hazardous Materials
acids / bases batteries drain openers
bulbs, florescent light cooking oil paints* / lacquers
photographic chemicals propane tanks solvents / thinners
thermometers, mercury wood preservatives
pesticides / herbicides / poisons fire extinguisher (dry chemical only)

cleaners and polishes (household), furniture strippers
lighter fluid / fuel oil / kerosene / used motor oil / antifreeze

*Dried latex paint will be taken during the cleanup. Dry it out by mixing in some kitty litter, sawdust, or sand and allowing it to
dry out thoroughly in the sun. Stir the mixture to ensure that it is completely dried out. Remove the lid.

Medical Waste. BFI accepts medical waste for safe disposal only.

Smoke Detectors. There are two types of smoke detectors. (1) ionization detectors contain a small amount of americium-
241, aradioactive element. Some consider the radioactivity to be so low that it is harmless and can be disposed of in regular
trash. Others believe that these detectors should be properly disposed of. You can send the detector back to its manufacturer or,
if it is a First Alert brand detector, you may send it surface mail or UPS ground to:

Syringes. There is no local program for recycling used syringes. Place syringes in a sharps container or a secure plastic

container such as a plastic peanut butter jar with lid screwed on tightly. Take to the Household Hazardous Waste Collection
station.
