Lawn Care Seminar Notes 
August 22, 2009

Garden Center 

 
Magnolia Place has Bermuda Grass (aka: Wire Grass or Warm 
Season Grass) 
 

Soil 
• A good soil pH is 6.5 up to 7.0.  This means the grass 

will take in nutrients better and discourages weed 
growth. 

• A low pH of 5.0-5.3 encourages weed growth. 
• Soil boxes were provided to send in a sample to the 

Department of Agriculture. 
• They offer a free pH test to tell you how much lime 

and fertilizer are required to obtain the proper pH 
balance. 

• Lime should be applied no more than 50lbs. per 
1,000 sq/ft.  It may take 3-4 months to work.  Lime 
can be applied anytime of year.  It may take 6-7 bags.  
Use a broadcast spreader.  Helps maintain health, 
vigor and thickness of grass, while providing weed 
control. 

 
Fertilizer 

• 1lb. Nitrogen per month overnight in May, June, 
July, possibly August. 

• September apply low nitro/ phosphorous content 
fertilizer.  Use 5-5-20 (nitro-phosphor-potassium) the 
last number potassium helps roots. 

• Pre-emergent herbicide mixed in the fall. 
• Can overseed with rye when Bermuda is dormant, 

but not recommended. 
 
 

Water 
• Bermuda no more drought tolerant than other grasses. 
• 1 inch water per week 

- Water 3 days a week to look good. 
 

 
Mowing 

• Shorter it’s cut the better. 
- 1 to 1 ½ inches high 

• Mow regularly. 
- Every few days. (5-7 days) 
- Waiting longer means cutting more, which 

browns it out. 
• Cut short in spring 
• Seeding Bermuda does not always help. 
• Top dressing - spreads soil/compost/whatever you 

want - over the top evenly without compacting it. 
• Aerate 2 times a year. 

- Springs as soon as it’s green - don’t cut 
roots before it greens up. 

- Fall - be careful if it’s dry, letting more air 
in will dry it out more. 

• Mulching when mowing is better, but don’t leave 
too much thatch.  Thatch will keep out moisture 
and sunlight. 

• Use Sharp Blades - sharpen 2-3 times a year.  More 
frequently makes it easier to sharpen. 

 
Weeds 

• Pre-emergent weed control in February.  (will 
almost get you through summer). 
- second light application in May. 

• Broadleaf herbicide as needed - can burn out warm 
season grass - check label - watch weather. 

• One problem Magnolia Place might be facing is 
Nut Grass.  Quickly springs up within days of 
mowing. 

- Recommendation Sledge Hammer brand 
weed killer - specifically for Nut grass 

- comes in packets in a box - mix with 
water and spray. 

• Identify and treat one kind of weed at a time 
instead of broad range.  Doesn’t work well to treat 
too many. 

- NC Dept of Agriculture, Blue Ridge Rd, 
- will identify weeds/ insects/ grass 
problems if you bring them a sample. 

• Another problem Magnolia Place may have is 
Brown Spot or Dollar Spot. 

- This is a fungus - Must treat it right the 
first time or you’ll have to switch 
fungicide. 

 
Carfentrazone weed control good on broadleaf weeds. 
 

• To keep grass out of flower beds a bed-edger is 
recommend.  Trenches along edge of bedding so 
grass hopefully won’t jump over. 

 Neighbors at seminar recommended 
-  thatch covered with mulch or pine straw 

to keep down weed growth 
- using newspaper under ground cover or 

under mulch 
 

Pruning 
• Prune trees January or February after leaves have 

dropped, before next growing season. 
• Trim Crepe Myrtles where the branch outs start off 

main stems. 
• Prune trees flush at trunk. 
• You should be able to walk under the tree without 

bending over. 
 
Tools that can help with lawn care 

• Lawnmower 
• Edger 
• Line trimmer/ weed whacker 
• Bed Edger 
• Blower or Broom
