Lawn Care & ARC (architectural improvements) 

Fall is the time to start replacing dead shrubs and 

trees in your yard as required by the CC&R’s. 

Reminders: 

 EDGE along the curb, sidewalks and drive ways 

as needed so grass is not hanging over. 

 Dispose of grass clippings appropriately. Leaving 

the grass in the street or on the sidewalk is a 

violation of Durham City Code. 

 Bedding borders like the rest of the property have 

to be maintained free of weeds or excessive 

growth (p27, Article 9, Section B, Subsection 2) 

 

What are blanket approvals? 

These are already approved changes per our 

Architectural Guidelines.  Category 1 Highlights below: 

 Plants, shrubs & flowers within 3 feet of the front 

of house and growing no higher than lowest 

portion of the window. 

 Bedding borders not exceeding 8” in height. 

 Flowers and shrubs around trees. 

 Lawn furniture, BBQ equipment, toys, bikes 

stored in rear of house. 

 Satellite dishes no higher than roof peak and not 

higher than 12” above roof surface.

Neighborhood Watch Tips from Bill Karg 
EXTERIOR LIGHTING 
Several times in the past, petitions have been passed 

around to get Durham to install more street lights in 

our community.  There have been a number of 

problems and it is not very likely it’s ever going to 

take place, at least, not in the near future.  One thing 

we CAN do, and see immediate results, is to turn our 

exterior lights on when it starts to get dark.  Most 

houses have a light by the front door and at least one 

by the garage door. There are also lights on the back 

of the house.  All these lights can be put on timers to 

go off at daylight.  The overall cost is just pennies per 

day and is well worth the money in the peace of mind 

it brings.  Motion Detectors can be installed where 

wiring presently exists and can be set for a wide 

range of motion and coverage.  Another method of 

exterior lighting is Landscape Lighting designed to 

follow sidewalks and flower beds, bushes and trees. 

These can be low voltage lighting units or solar 

powered lighting, which can cost as little as $5.00 per 

light.  Presently, there are areas of Carnation Drive 

with 8 or 9 houses in a row that have exterior lighting 

on during the night where no street lights are 

necessary at all.  There are also other areas within the 

community where it is very dark and inviting to 

would-be burglars . . . 

Let’s not make it easy for them!
